Approval of January 28, 2004 Summary Notes: Commissioner Schauffler made a
motion to approve the January 28, 2004 Summary Notes. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner McDermott, and approved unanimously.

CDBG Tour Debrief: Those members of the Commission who participated on the
CDBG tour commented on their visit to the Alameda County Community Foodbank and
the Emergency Shelter Program. A walking tour of the B Street Fagade
Improvement/Rebate projects was also included in the tour. The commissioners who
attended the tour felt that it was very informative and were encouraging to others on the
Commission to participate in future tours.

FY 04-05 CDBG Funding Process Update and Announcements: The CAC
Application Review Committee (ARC) Applicant Interviews are scheduled for Saturday,
March 6, 2004, from 9am — 4pm. Based on the findings of the ARC, the CAC will
establish its preliminary funding recommendations at its March 24, 2004 regular
meeting.

FY 04-05 CDBG Applications: Follow-up Questions from Commissioners: Members
of the Commission briefly discussed each CDBG application from which a series of
follow-up questions were developed for each applicant. These respective questions will
be faxed to each applicant. The applicant’s responses will be distributed to all members
of the Commission in advance of the March 24, 2004 CAC meeting.

Age-Related Eligibility Criteria for CDBG Funded Agencies: During the CAC’s
January meeting, questions arose regarding the Senior Minor Home Repair Program
(which provides small loans and grants to low-income Hayward seniors and people with
disabilities). Commissioners requested clarification as to whether the provision of such
targeted services is age discrimination.

Ms. Bauman indicated that the City’s Senior Minor Home Repair Program and other
CDBG-funded services that target senior citizens and people with disabilities do not
constitute discrimination and the basis of age or disability. She explained that HUD
allows projects to be specifically directed at providing services and housing to low-
income senior citizens and people with disabilities.
