Summary Notes
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Approval of February 15, 2006 Summary Notes: Commissioner Mendall made a motion
to accept the February 15, 2006 Summary Notes as submitted. Commissioner McDermott
seconded the motion, and the motion was unanimously approved.

Review of FY 2006-07 CDBG Preliminary Funding Recommendation Written
Responses (from Applicants): At the CAC’s February 15, 2006 meeting, the Commission
established its FY 06-07 Preliminary CDBG Funding Recommendations. Those
Recommendations were distributed to CDBG applicants who then had an opportunity to
respond in writing to their respective agency’s Preliminary Funding Recommendation. The
written responses submitted were considered by the Commission members as they developed
the Commission’s Final Funding Recommendations.

FY 2006-07 CDBG Final Funding Recommendations:

After discussion, and consideration of the written responses submitted by CDBG applicants,
a motion was made by Commissioner Mendall to adopt the Preliminary Funding
Recommendations as the Commission’s Final Funding Recommendations. Commissioner
Morris seconded the motion, which was approved unanimously. The CAC also
recommended that, if additional CDBG funding becomes available prior to the April 18
public hearing, the following applications be considered (in priority order) for those
additional dollars:

On April 11, 2006, the City Council will consider the Commission’s and Staff’s funding
recommendations at its regularly scheduled Work Session. The Commission requested that
staff provide to each Commissioner an opportunity to review and comment on the rationale
for the Commission’s funding recommendations before they are included in the City Council
Agenda Report for that meeting. The Commissioners agreed to convene a Special
Commission meeting on Wednesday, March 22, 2006 if any Commissioner wanted to
recommend a change to the rationale descriptions. Alternatively, if no changes were
recommended for discussion no Special Meeting will be held.
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Discussion re: CAC Representation at the City Council 2006-07 CDBG Funding Work
Session and Public Hearing: The Commission agreed that Commissioner Loche, who
served as this year’s Application Review Committee (ARC) chair, will be present at the City
Council’s April 11" Work Session to respond to questions as appropriate. It was also agreed
that the Commission Chair, Tina Jackson-Walda, would be present at the City Council’s
April 18, 2006 CDBG Funding Public Hearing to represent the CAC. Other members of the
Commission, as well as members of the general public, are also welcome to attend both the
Work Session and Public Hearing. Applicants, in particular, are encouraged to attend these
meetings so that they can observe and participate as appropriate in the funding decision
process.

Continued Discussion Regarding CAC Future Activities: Members of the Commission
discussed topics and issues that should be discussed at future meetings. These topics
included discussions regarding:

= The Need for an Overall Facility Development Plan for Eden Youth and Family Center.

= The Hayward Redevelopment Agency’s Plans and the Impact on CDBG-funded projects.

= The City’s Emergency Preparedness Plan, Including Plans to Assist Nonprofit Service
Providers Supported with CDBG Funding.

= The Status of Affordable Housing in Hayward

= Current Hayward Census Data
