Community Choice Aggregation

Oakland Emeryville and Berkeley

A The cities of Oakland Emeryville and Berkeley are exploring the advantages and

disadvantages of creating a Community Choice Aggregation CCA to provide
electric power for residential and business customers in these cities

B If created the objectives ofa CCA are to exercise local control over energy

policy increase use of renewable energy increase rate stability and provide
competitive rates without exposing the cities general revenues to risk

C If a CCA is established customers will have an option either continuing with

PGEservice by electing to opt out of the CCA or automatically becoming
customers of the CCA

D PGEis currently not opposed to CCAs and would continue to own and operate
thedistribution and transmission system CCA customers would receive a single
monthly bill issued by PGE only now the electricity would be purchased by the

CCA instead of PGEwith PGEperforming the billing services on behalf ofCCA

E Economic feasibility of a CCA is partially dependent on its ownership ofgenerating
facilities This economic feasibility exists because of the tax benefits associated

with public ownership of generating plants a CCA could potentially finance

renewable energy generation plants at rates lower than PGEsprivate suppliers

F The cities of Oakland Emeryville and Berkeley have commissioned the

development ofa business plan and feasibility report which will be presented to

the respective city councils in early 2007 This business plan is expected to

address a lot of the questions that Berkeley Emeryville and Oakland have

regarding the costs benefits and risks of forming a CCA Through the process

of developing the business plan the cities will be able to determine whether

formulating a CCA is in the best interests of the cities ratepayers

G CCA governance is another issue to be resolved Operation of a CCA may fall

under a Joint Power Authority JPA and its structure and accountability will

have to be agreed to by the participating cities One option is for JPA board

members to be appointed by the city councils of the participating cities and this

and other options will be discussed in the business plan Another issue is how

participating cities may provide input on the JPAsprocurement priorities

particularly a mechanism for eliciting the preferences when there are tradeoffs

between cost reliability and the environmental characteristics of the power

procured by the CCA
