Call to Order: Meeting called to order at 7:04 p.m. by Chair Blytha Bowers

Public Comments: Doug Ligibel thanked Matt McGrath and his staff, Grand Terrace Homeowners Association
Board of Directors, and Grand Street Business Owners, for collaborative efforts to successfully clean thousands of
feet of graffiti and vandalism surrounding the Downtown Hayward BART station, businesses on Grand street, and
private properties in and around Filbert Street near the Cannery/Burbank area. Mr. Ligibel said the vandalism
included graffiti, destruction to signs, gates, and landscape, and happened sometime in the early moming of April
19", Mr. Ligibel also thanked the Hayward Police Department for their assistance and cooperation in
documenting the criminal damage. Mr. Ligibel added that the Golden Peacock Restaurant has been hit with
graffiti vandalism over 68 times over the last six months and commented that the business owner has done his
best to cover it up as soon as it happens, along with help from TF members Rich LaPlante and Chuck Horner.

David Haines commented that he has noticed what seems to be an increase in graffiti vandalism around his
neighborhood and wonders if it is a result of the end of the school year.

Approval of Notes from Task Force Meeting of March 22, 2012: It was motioned/seconded and passed by
majority vote to approve the March 22, 2012 meeting notes. (12:0:0:7)

Financial Report: The financial report was reviewed.
Attendance Report: TF member attendance at meetings, clean-up, and other events were reported.

Clean Up Events/Activities:

a. March 24, 2012 Eldridge Neighborhood — Chair Bowers reported that there were 98 volunteers, 95 were Cal
State East Bay students; 87 items were collected including 7shopping carts and 48 bags of trash.

b. April 28, 2012 Jackson Triangle Neighborhood — Chair Bowers reported that there would be more than 300
volunteers. Logistics and administrative procedures were discussed.

May 19, 2012 Annual Clean up Day Event City Wide — Chair Bowers noted the TF would not staff a booth at
the event and encouraged TF members to participate individually.

Adopt-a-Block — There were no updates.

IX. Education and Marketing:

a.

Anti-litter Campaign — Chair Bowers reviewed proposed slogan ideas. After discussion TF members
narrowed it down to two favorites “neat to the street” and “no clutter to the gutter.”

Youth Commission — Elmer Beltran announced that the Youth Commission is hosting their first Youth
Summit on Saturday, April 28 at Hayward City Hall; the event will include three workshops, Health and
Wellness, Jobs and Careers, and Leadership.

Environmental Education — No new information to report.

Sustainability - TF Member Oliva reported that Berkeley Farms received recognition from PG&E for
improved energy use. Additionally, Ms. Oliva reported there were reports on the Status of Benchmarking
Municipal Buildings, Annual Update on Climate Action Plan Implementation and GHG Emissions Inventory
Update, and Incorporation of a Renewable Energy Requirement for New Residential Subdivision
Development into Hayward’s Green Building Ordinance. Ms. Oliva encouraged TF members to view the
Sustainability Committee meeting agenda, meeting notes, and reports on the City website.

X. Clean and Green Policy: No update at this time.

XI. Action Items and Issues:

City-Wide Garage Sale — TF Member Heather Enders proposed initiating a City-Wide Garage Sale. TF
members shared their comments and concerns. After discussion TF members expressed their support and
asked Ms. Enders to research how other cities coordinate their events, and report back.

Signage for Garbage Cans — TF members reviewed and discussed the information presented by TF Member
Ruiz at the previous meeting. It was noted that the TF asked for clarification on the use of anti-graffiti
materials, how many garbage cans there are, and who would be responsible for the maintenance.

Finger Printing Costs — Chair Bowers reported that TF members who will be participating in the school
presentations will be required to be fingerprinted despite having already been fingerprinted for other
organizations. Chair Bowers reported the cost per person is $32. It was motioned/seconded and passed by
majority vote to allocate $256 out of the current budget for up to eight members to be fingerprinted.

Street Party Schedule — Chair Bowers reminded TF members that the event is held on the third Thursday of
June, July, and August and provided information about the set-up process and booth activities and encouraged
TF members to volunteer to staff the booth.

Promotional Items — Chair Bowers reported that promotional items, pencils, color books, buttons, seed
packets, and reusable grocery bags are very popular “give away™ items at the Street Parties, School
Presentations, and Clean Up events. After discussion it was motioned/seconded and passed by majority vote
to allocate $5,000 towards the purchase of promotional items.

Supplies — Biodegradable Garbage Bags — Vice Chair Clifton reported that the trash collected ultimately ends
up at Waste Management, where staff sorts out recyclables, so there is no need for the TF or volunteers to
separate items during clean-up events. Additionally, after speaking with a representative from Tri-CED he
learned that they do not support the use of biodegradable bags. Vice Chair Clifton reported that he and TF
Member Rich LaPlante will take an inventory of supplies and will order items that they are low on.

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g. Chair Report (Bowers) — Chair Bowers had no new information to report
e. Round Table - TF members were given an opportunity to comment on any suggestions/ideas they may have.

TF Member Tawana Smith commented that the “Summer Movie Series” presents a public outreach
opportunity and suggest working with the appropriate department to incorporate a short KHCG video at the
beginning of each movie.

TF Member Henry commented on safety procedures for volunteers in light of a recent fatal accident in a
nearby City. Chair Bowers replied that children have to be accompanied by an adult and safety procedures
are reviewed with volunteers.

TF Laura Oliva reported that the main library is welcoming award-winning author of “A Paradise Built in
Hell” Rebecca Solnit, for a live discussion and book signing on Saturday, April 26. Additionally, the Library
will be hosting a free Personal Emergency Preparedness Workshop with Fire Capt. Thor Paulsen on Saturday,
May 12.

TF Member Kathy Super commented that the Hayward Police Department recently performed graffiti
abatement and liter removal on Schafer Road resulting in a significant visual improvement of the area.

TF Member Trevidi commented about information he read on the City website about a free program to
remove and dispose of tree trimmings. After remarks from TF members, Mr. Trevidi checked the website and
clarified that the program “No Cost Chipper Service,” is a service limited to homeowners in Hayward high
fire hazard areas.

TF Member Homer reported that Carlos Ramirez, a minor assigned to work with Mr. Homer to perform
graffiti abatement as part of community service requirements, was recently commissioned by Dr. Events
HUSD Superintendant, to create a drawing of Dr. Evans’ name. As a result, Mr. Horner said the three of
them were recently interviewed by the Tri-City Voice. Mr. Horner also reported that Greg Galati was
recently chosen to be recognized as the next “Hometown Hero.”

City Status Reports/Updates: Staff reported that the second distribution cycle for the water bill insert is
schedule to begin in May. Also, in response to TF member comments at the April meeting, about researching any
existing ordinances requiring home and/or business owners to maintain the public right away (sidewalk) near or
around their homes and/or business; staff inquired with seven nearby jurisdictions (Berkeley, Fremont,
Pleasanton, San Leandro, San Ramon, Union City, and Newark), and discovered none have such an ordinance.
