Energy Council JPA Update – Powers

 Adopt countywide ordinances applicable within a member 
agency only if the agency “opts-in” 

 

 Will not have the power to impose taxes or fees 

 

 Membership will not require contributions or payments from 
member agencies, other than staff resources
