5. Is there a high-demand for on-street parking in the neighborhood?  What times/days is the demand the greatest?
6. Are you willing to circulate, or have someone circulate, a petition to determine neighborhood acceptance of a designated disabled person parking space? At a minimum you will be required to obtain the approval of two thirds of the residents in your block including your immediate neighboring residences (to your left and to your right) and the approval of the residence immediately across the street.
7. Do you have any comments to add that would clarify your particular situation?  Please attach additional sheets if necessary.
Please return to City of Hayward, Public Works Department - , Engineering and Transportation, 777 B Street Hayward CA 94541.  Upon receipt of this questionnaire, staff will determine if the establishment of a disabled person parking space is feasible, after consultation and approval from the Police Department and the City Manager.  If it can be determined that a disabled person parking space can be justified, a petition form will be mailed to you so that you may obtain the required signatures. Please note that establishment of a disabled person parking space creates a public parking space that is available to anyone who is legally entitled to use of such a parking space and is not a guarantee that such a space will be available to the requestor, nor is it guaranteed that the legal use of the space will be enforced. 
If granted, a permit will be valid for two years.  It will be the responsibility of the requestor to justify the need for this space every two years and to notify the city if the space is no longer needed.
