Silver: Every $10 spent in a participating store 
gives the customer 1 stamp. Once 5 stamps are 
received on the silver section, a passport may be 
turned in to enter the Silver ra�e. Prizes will 
include free lunches, rounds of golf, etc.

Gold: After filling the Silver section with stamps, 
the customer may continue to earn stamps in the 
gold section. When all 10 Gold section stamps are 
full, a passport should be turned in to enter the 
Gold ra�e. Prizes may include free dinners, tablet 
computers, gift certificates, etc.
